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DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD WINNER ANNOUNCED 

AT ISEE’S 35th ANNUAL CONFERENCE

CLEVELAND, OHIO – ISEE’s 2009 Distinguished Service Award was presented to Mr. Larry R. Cornelius at the recent 35th Annual Conference on Explosives & Blasting Technique.  This award is the most prestigious award of merit given by the Society to an individual who has made an outstanding contribution to the field of explosives engineering. 
Mr. Cornelius was born and raised in Grapevine, Texas. After serving in the U.S. Army during the Cuban Missile Crisis, Larry returned to Texas to start his career in electronics. In 1968, he started Dallas Instruments where he remained as Vice President through the 1980s. In 1982, he started his own company, Larcor, with his wife.  Electronics was the gateway to the explosives industry and his work with seismographs and blast vibration monitoring. Mr. Cornelius is a familiar name in the explosives industry for those who are involved with blast vibration monitoring. He has been an important person in the industry and in the ISEE since 1988 where his work continues today.  The industry has certainly benefited by his interest in electronics.  

Additional awards were presented at the Annual Awards and Recognition Banquet.  Mr. Michael F. Barber was the recipient of the Blaster’s Leadership Award.  The President’s Award was presented to Robert K. Taylor and Christopher M. Hyle.
More than 1,300 blasters, manufacturers, government officials, and suppliers gathered from all over the world to conduct business, exchange information, and form new business alliances at ISEE’s 35th Annual Conference, held at the Hyatt Regency Denver Hotel, Denver, Colorado, February 8 – 11, 2009.
