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1. Abstract 
From 1986 to 1988 Kalaallit Tunisassiorfiat (KTU)/Gronlands Hjemmestyres 
Produktionsvirksomhed (the part of Greenland's own governing body which is in charge of 
production activities) has been responsible for blasting projects in the following 4 towns:

Ilulissat/Jakobshavn
Qasigiannguit/Christianshab
Qeqertarsuaq/Godhavn
Sisimiut/Holsteinsborg

All 4 projects have been carried out as part of the expansion of KTU's factories in the 
towns concerned.

-  The blasting volumes were comparatively large, considering time limits stipulated in 
the contracts.

-  The blastings caused much inconvenience and involved the risk of damage and 
suspension of operations with regard to both KTU's buildings and the adjoining 
buildings.

This speech is a short description of the most important aspects of the 4 blasting projects 
and it is the purpose to summarize the explosive engineering in order to carry out blasting 
projects in Greenland.

The speech should also be regarded as a contribution to the international development of 
explosive engineering and vibration measurement as it comprises practical examples of the 
carrying out of projects under extreme conditions. Thus, it is possible to consider the needs 
of Hjemmestyret (Greenland's own governing body) to forward arctic technology and 
increase the export potential within explosive engineering.
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
